I have always found it a little 
strange that most weekend 
congresses feature 54 or 56

seem enough especially when you paying the same 
amount for both days. So I had a thought, why not 
have 6x9 board matches for the teams event? The 
small amount of extra time could be recouped with 
a shorter lunch break and / or an earlier start time. 
Incidentally, this is exactly what Kalamunda did for 
their excellent congress early in the year. One of the 
senior directors poured a small amount of cold 
water on the idea when he pointed out that you

odd number of teams) if you played 9 boards. So 
instead of mandating the requirement for Open Red 
Point events the BAWA Tournament Committee 
has, at this stage, strongly recommended that 
congress teams events are a 6x9 board format and 
that an attempt should be made to have a house 
team ÉÆ ÔÈÅÒÅ ÉÓ ÁÎ ÏÄÄ ÎÕÍÂÅÒ ÏÆ ÅÎÔÒÉÅÓȢ ,ÅÔȭÓ ÓÅÅ 
how that goes. 

Some pairs events, Swiss being the most common, 
are typically scored by the Butler method whereby, 
after removing some extreme scores, the remainder 
are averaged and a datum produced for comparison 
with your result. The alternative scoring method is 
to use Cross-Imping; which mathematically seems 
to be a fairer way of determining the datum. A 
Professor Peter Buchen (UNSW) has written an 
article comparing Butler and Cross-Imp Scoring 
which I have posted on our web site. I mention this 

because the BAWA TC is considering the mandating 
of the scoring method for Butler and Swiss pairs 
events that fall under its sponsorship umbrella. I 
would urge you to have a look at the article and, if 
you have a view, please feel free to contact the TC. 
Incidentally, Peter was the principal architect of the 
new WBF IMP-VP scale which the ABF and now 
BAWA have adopted. 

It has been suggested that players are less keen to 
play at night, particularly during the winter months 
and BAWA has been urged to consider some 
daytime events ɀ which we have done and one is 
coming up soon, but it does need a minimum of 10 
tables before it can run. So if you are keen to win a 
State Event, namely the BAWA Daytime State 
Open Pairs ɀ then entries in VERY soon ɀ like today 
ɀ you should just have time. 

Gold point events coming up ɀ firstly in August the 
Swan River Open Swiss Pairs.

My experience in directing at 
Congresses in recent times 
makes me think that there is 

still a small, but noticeable amount of confusion 
amongst players as to what they need to alert. In 
this article, I hope that maybe I can make things a 
ÌÉÔÔÌÅ ÃÌÅÁÒÅÒȢ )ȭÌÌ ÄÏ ÍÙ ÂÅÓÔȦ 

To start with ɀ at its most confusing ɀ we can 
refer to what the Laws of Bridge say about 
alerting. You need to alert any agreement you 
ÈÁÖÅ ×ÉÔÈ ÙÏÕÒ ÐÁÒÔÎÅÒ ÁÂÏÕÔ ÐÁÒÔÎÅÒȭÓ ÃÁÌÌ ×ÈÉÃÈ 
the opponents may not readily understand. Clear 
as mud? How do you know what your opponents 
are likely to understand? 

Trying to add some clarity, the national body (the 
ABF) developed regulations which attempt to say 
the sort of things are likely to need to be alerted. 
In Australia, all state associations have adopted 
these alerting regulations ɀ a good move to have 
consistency across all the states. In turn, most 
clubs also have taken up these alerting rules. 

A player can only alert something if there is an 
agreement in the partnership as to what a call 
means. If one of the players goes out on a limb 
and makes up something on the spot, it cannot be 
alerted even if is not natural ɀ the partner, like 
the opponents, does not know what it means. 
However, what is an agreement between 
partners is very strictly defined under the laws. It 
includes, of course, situations where the players 
have discussed what bids mean (and maybe 
written them down on the system card). 
However, if from experience a player has a good 
idea about what their partner means, then this is 
enough to make it an agreement, and therefore 
may be in need of an alert. In cases where the 
situation is unclear, the Laws place on onus on 
the director to assume that there IS an agreement 
in place, unless he is satisfied otherwise. 

The general principle is that it is pretty difficult to 
over-alert. You are more likely to get into trouble 
by not alerting enough than by alerting too much. 
The idea behind alerting is that the opponents are 
entitled to know just as much as you do about 
×ÈÁÔ ÐÁÒÔÎÅÒȭÓ ÂÉÄÓ ÁÒÅ ÌÉËÅÌÙ ÔÏ ÍÅÁÎȢ  

The type of calls which should be alerted fall 
roughly into three categories: 

1) Conventional calls: any call which does not 
show a willingness to play in the denomination 
(suit or no-trump) specified OR does not promise 
at least three cards in the suit bid (in a minor) or 
four cards (in a major) 

Some examples: 

× transfers over NT openings 
× Precision 1C opening 
× 2NT enquiry over a weak 2 
× a short club opening in a standard system (ie. 

which could be only 2 cards in clubs) 
× a multi 2D opening 
× Bergen raises 

2) Bids which show what they say, but also show 
something else: 

For example: 

× 2S opening showing 5 spades and a 4+ minor 
× Fit-showing jumps (ie. partner opens 1H, I bid 

3C which shows 5+ clubs, but also promises at 
least 3 hearts. 3C needs to be alerted.) 

× 1 of a major opening which may have a longer 
minor (ie. canapé-style openings common in 
some systems) 

3) Natural bids which have a different meaning to 
that commonly expected ɀ usually they are either 
stronger or weaker than normal: 

For example: 

× Negative free bids (ie. I open 1D, opponent 
bids 1S, and partner bids 2H. Our agreement 
is that 2H is natural, but with 6-10 points and 
therefore not forcing. This is not the normal 
expectation for 2H, and so it needs an alert.) 

× Pre-emptive raises (Bergen style) ɀ where a 
jump raise (eg. 1S ɀ 3S) could be made on a 
weak hand (less than 9 HCP, say) 

× Inverted minor raises ɀ eg. 1D ɀ 2D where this 
shows a stronger hand (say, 10-12 or better) 
than would normally be expected  

× No-trump bids after an opponent has called 
which does not promise a stopper in the 
opponentȭÓ ÓÕÉÔ 
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× A pass which forces partner to take some 
action (eg. some rescue mechanisms after 
1NT is doubled.) 

× the 1S bid in the auction 1C/D, 1H overcall, 
1S, where 1S promises at least 5 spades 
(responder would make a negative double 
with just 4 spades.) 

On top of this, operating in Australia we have a 
ÐÒÉÎÃÉÐÌÅ ÃÁÌÌÅÄ Ȱ3ÅÌÆ-!ÌÅÒÔÉÎÇ #ÁÌÌÓȱȢ 3ÏÍÅ ρπ-15 
years ago, someone or some group of people 
came up with this rather clever concept. It has 
been adopted in New Zealand and the Pacific Asia 
Bridge Federation, and there is some interest in 
investigating introducing it in the very large 
bridge communities of Europe and America. The 
ÐÒÉÎÃÉÐÌÅ ÏÆ ȰÓÅÌÆ-ÁÌÅÒÔÉÎÇ ÃÁÌÌÓȱ ÉÓ ÔÈÁÔ ÔÈÅÒÅ ÁÒÅ 
some auctions where a call is almost always going 
to have to be alerted. In these situations, the call 
is deemed to be automatically alerted without the 
players having to go through the process of 
ÓÁÙÉÎÇ Ȱ!ÌÅÒÔȱ ÁÎÄ ÃÉÒÃÌÉÎÇ ÔÈÅ ÂÉÄȢ 

Perhaps the best way to explain how the concept 
came to be developed is to look at this auction: 
Dealer opens 1D ɀ next player bids 2D. What does 
2D mean??? It could be any number of things: 

- a very strong hand (traditional Goren 
style) 

- Á -ÉÃÈÁÅÌȭÓ ÃÕÅ ÂÉÄ ɉÓÈÏ×ÉÎÇ ÂÏÔÈ -ÁÊÏÒÓȟ 
or some other 2-suiter)  

- a transfer pre-empt (showing a weak jump 
in hearts ɀ a new but increasingly popular 
treatment) 

- or it could be just natural, showing 5+ 
diamonds. 

Of course, the meaning agreed in a partnership 
may also change from hand to hand, depending 
on what the original 1D showed. 

With so many common variations, it is likely that 
2D in this auction would always need to be 
alerted. Of course, the rule could be that if your 
ÁÇÒÅÅÍÅÎÔ ÉÓ ÔÈÁÔ ÉÔ ÉÓ ÓÔÒÏÎÇȟ ÓÁÙȟ ÙÏÕ ÄÏÎȭÔ ÎÅÅÄ 
to alert, but that adds an extra level which 
players have to remember. 

Therefore there is a series of calls which are 
considered to be self-alerting. It is not correct to 
say that these calls are not alertable. Rather ɀ 
ÔÈÅÙ ÄÏÎȭÔ ÎÅÅÄ ÔÏ ÂÅ ÁÌÅÒÔÅÄ ɀ they are 
considered to be automatically alerted. There is 
no penalty if you do alert such a call accidentally. 
If you happen to do it a number of times, you 
should expect to get a gentle reminder of the 
principle from the director. 

The calls which are self-alerting:

suit is actually bid or it is a suit shown (so, for

In the next article, I will look some more at 
alertable calls, what happens when a call is not 
alerted when it should have been, and how the 
players at the table should proceed when there 
has been an alert.

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Capel Life 
Capel: Handyman Heaven 
B y  D i  B r o o k s  
 

 

My darling Husband, Alan is a Jack of All Trades. 
In the words of a poet, a Handyman - handy 
because he lives near here. So for those who are 
faint hearted or easily shocked, it's best that you 
don't read on. Don't say you haven't been 
warned!  

Before December 2013, we had a quote to have 
our large patio enclosed. We just wanted the 
lower half done in colour bond steel, but the 
quotes were high, so Alan decided to do the job 
himself. We checked with the local council that 
we were clear of any restrictions and went ahead 
with the project. Alan did a terrific job and we 
have been able to enjoy sitting outside without 
being pestered by bush flies or mosquitoes. Then 
the driving South-Westerly rains came, which 
gave us an indoor pool. Another quote was 
obtained, this time to install weather shields. It 
was mind blowing when they costed out at 
$1,300 each and we would need five. Plan B: we 
would buy some weather blinds ourselves and 
we, (the Royal "WE") would hang them.  

Alan, never a one to let grass grow under his feet 
went ahead, measured the area and bought one 
very large blind, with the view to cutting it into 
two pieces and covering the West and South West 
sides. This is where it gets hairy! Alan needed a 
T.A. (Trades Assistant), I was volunteered 
(somewhat reluctantly).  So there I was, on one 
side of the patio, in my P.J's, stood on a step stool, 
whilst Handyman was up a ladder on the outer 
side. Comments of "Can you see it? Grab it 
quickly. Which way do I push it? Have you done it 
yet? Screw on the nut ". All comments from the 
male side, whereas from my side you could hear, 
"Push it harder", "I can't grab it". Innocent 
enough but I notice that there have been several 
houses nearby with "For Sale" signs erected! 
Trust me. Would I lie to you? 

Then the next project was a new bed head for the 
Master Bedroom. My Handyman Extraordinaire 
had a plan to Do It Himself. Alan bought an 
internal door and cut it to size. I bought the 
material and padding. When I came back from my 

regular bridge session, the bed head was finished 
and ready for installation... when the T.A. was 
ready. By this time, I'd developed nerves of steel. 
Special bolts were purchased and fitted to the 
wall. The brackets were made and were screwed 
on to the bed head. The measurements didn't 
look true, but nothing I said would convince my 
Darling that there was something wrong. Well, 
the proof of the pudding is in the eating... in this 
case, the hanging of the head board. Juggling 
away, nothing we did could get the darn thing set 
in place. We were short by less than a centimetre. 
Someone was not happy... so I took time out to 
have a cuppa. The problem: a measurement had 
been superimposed ȣ reading 71 and not 17. 
Sounds a bit like valuing a bridge handȣ when 
they have only gotȣ Not to worry. Handy people 
always work around glitches. My Hero. 

Back to bridge 
Saturday, 31st May 2014 was a great day for 
bidding slams. Out of 28 boards, there were 9 
possible slams, 1 Grand and the other 8 Small 
Slams. Half of the other boards were game going 
hands, with the remainder being borderline 
decisions. The slam bidding was evenly 
distributed between N/S and E/W. If in a Mitchell 
Movement you had your share of the cards, but if 
in a Howell Movement, your seating at the time 
would be in the lap of the Gods. Many a member 
is heard to complain of the lack of points in their 
hand, as E/W and then when they switch to N/S, 
the Fates are against them. 

But the basis of any good bridge is in knowing 
your system, (very important), gaining playing 
skills as Declarer, knowing how to defend when 
iÎ ÏÐÐÏÓÉÔÉÏÎ ÁÎÄ ÂÅÓÔ ÏÆ ÁÌÌ ȣ TRUST YOUR 
PARTNER. Many a partnership has gone down 
the river because there's little or no trust 
between the pair. 

So let's look at the basics of The Standard 
American system. Partner opens 1C. This shows 
better Clubs than Diamonds and doesn't hold a 5 
card major. Now you need to reply with 6+ 
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points. Your job is to find the best possible fit. Do 
you have a 4 card major? Bid it. Now you watch to 
see opener's second bid. This will give you 
information on their suit holding and strength of 
their hand. As Responder, you can now assess 
whether to Pass, Invite or bid Game. A 
Responder's point count is bracketed with a 
particular level on which to bid. For instance, 
Opener bids 1H, responder has 6-9 points and 3 
or 4 hearts. So the bid is a "One Up, Shut Up" or a 
more refined adage... One Two, that will do!. But 
then shape comes into play. With 5 trumps, a 
singleton, and 6-9 points, a jump to game is pre 
emptive... not looking for a slam. Invitational 
hands are bid as 1of a suit, 3 of the same suit ȣ 
showing 10-12 points and support for opener's 
suit. With 13+ points, make an interim bid and 
then bid game or slam, depending on Opener's 
rebid.  
Take this hand: North is dealer and opens 1H

South has massive support for North's heart suit. To 
bid 4H would deny North the chance to look for slam, 
if the hand warrants it. South bids 1S and waits to see 
North's rebid. The Losing Trick Count comes into its 
own, when you have a trump fit. The North opening 
shows 7, 6 or 5 losers. South has 6 losers. If North 
holds a 7 Loser hand, 7 plus your 6 = 13, away from 
24, says that the N/S pair can make 11 tricks. For 
those who don't use the L.T.C., a simple Ace Ask from 
South finds out that there are two Aces missing, so the 
final contract is 5H, which will be the best contract. 
Anyone shooting for 6, will get a poor result. 
Whichever way you bid, you got there in the end. 
Congratulations

But all these erudite options are wrong, because 
the correct way to play the hand is via a dummy 
reversal: a technique involving ruffing many

At trick 4 West ran the CQ, ducked, and continued 
with the CJ. After South took the CK, he returned 
the D8, taken by the DK. The H10 was finessed, 
followed by another diamond. Declarer thus 
made one spade, two hearts, two diamonds and 
four clubs for +400.

Because of the flat shape West decided to 
downgrade the 15-point hand to a 12-14 1NT 
opening. This is normally a poor idea, unless the 
hand has more than one serious flaw, and can 
often lead to a missed game. 

Here, too, the S4 was led and declarer played the 
SQ from dummy, covered by the king. Feeling it 
was unlikely to matter, declarer won with the SA 
when a hold-up play would be normal. He took 
the club finesse, which lost, and South returned 
the S9. Five spade tricks and the DA later, the 
contract was one down. Clearly if you are going to 
play like that, it is right to downgrade your 15-
pointers.

but there was some debate about this hand. Some 
people chose to double, which is not an option for 
my partner and me, as we play modern-style 
negative doubles, where the double of one Major 
guarantees, in blood, at least four cards in the 
other Major.  Of course, this is a matter of style.  It 
all depends on what responder is promising for 
their double. Is it: 

a) Promising 4+ cards in both unbid suits 

b) Promising 4 cards in unbid major and 
tolerance (3+ cards) for unbid minor 

c) Promising 4 cards in unbid major and saying 
nothing about unbid minor 

Expert style has moved from b) towards c) over 
the years because of the emphasis on the 
importance of showing Majors. The latter style is 
what I play with all of my three partners.
